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Institutional repositories as necessary part of campus life
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Abstract Scholarly research and higher education are collaborative enterprises and composed of collaborative work
of various levels and units which ranges widely from aboratory work, article and funding prosal writing, seminar
and course work, and remote learning to society activities, international conferences and the submission, reviewing,
publishing and subscription of journal papers. It has been well recognized that all collaboration requires good human
networks, but that alone is not enough. All scholary work requires something to work on, namely “data,” as its
focus and infrastructure as well, which in turn calls for its stable supply and maintenance. Institutional repositories,
which have come to be prevalent and substantial in the scholarly communities, evidently play an important role,
as recent practices in computational science, enviromental science and humanities and social sciences suggest. It
should be also indicative of the importance of the functionality of data curation as part of institutional repositories.
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
